Terms and Conditions

The Chaim Bermant Prize for Journalism will be judged by an independent judging panel. The prizes will be open to all journalists, but the subject must have relevance to Judaism and/or Israel. There are two categories: 

1. Published Journalist – The winner will be chosen on the basis of outstanding achievement in the field of journalism. Candidates may be nominated by themselves or by private individuals or publications.

2. 2. Aspiring Journalist – This is open to anyone between eighteen and thirty on 31.st October 2007. Candidates should submit a previously unpublished non-fiction article of between 500 and 1,000 words.

The winners will be announced at Jewish Book Week 2008. No correspondence will be entered into and the judges’ decision is final. The winner of the prize for a published journalist will receive £3,000 and the winner of the prize for an aspiring journalist will receive £1,000 and the opportunity to have a two-week internship at The Jewish Chronicle; in addition, an edited version of the winning article will be published in the Jewish Chronicle.
